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Emergency Shelter is a temporary solution to provide safe overnight accommodations.
Transitional Housing provides supportive services with temporary accommodation to bridge the household from
homelessness to permanent housing
Rapid Rehousing is a housing program with short-term financial assistance and supportive services.
Permanent Supportive Housing is a housing program with long-term financial assistance and supportive services to
assist households with at least one member with a disability. 
Other Permanent Hosing is a housing program with long-term financial assistance and supportive services.
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
